The average sold price level since the beginning of the year is for the most part statistically stagnant. Minor drops will continue to occur, but in Cumberland and York counties the current pricing is similar to a year prior and a 6% increase over last years numbers was seen in York county this past month.  Pricing volatility and month to month  fluctuations will continue as we go forward given the lower transaction levels though.  Overall the  pricing seems to have leveled out.   Look for similar conditions in the short and mid term future.
